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Extension Project Progress Update
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The extension works are progressing steadily, with the structural works of Block E (Durham Road) now close to completion. Between
June and August, the project team focused mainly on the approval process for the plans of the new building.

. New Kitchen Grease Trap
A new grease trap is planned to be built to integrate both the new and existing kitchens, handling all kitchen wastewater.

At the same time, the sewage pipe diameter will be increased. These upgrades will help prevent severe blockages caused
by aging pipelines and will also reduce future repair and maintenance costs.

.Underground Stormwater System
During a CCTV inspection, it was identified that the actual flow direction of the existing underground stormwater drains did not
match the government’s archived plans. The Drainage Services Department conducted testing and completed the necessary record
updates, and the revised plans have since been approved by the Buildings Department. The related construction works are expected
to commence in October.

. Infrastructure Fire Safety Facilities
After multiple negotiations with the relevant authorities, has mandated the installation of entirely new infrastructure fire safety
facilities for the building, with no reuse of the old system permitted. The required facilities include: a 37 m3 fire sprinkler water
tank, a 9 m3 hose reel water tank, as well as a fire control pump room and a sprinkler pump room. The layout drawings for these
installations have received approval from both the Buildings Department and the Fire Services Department. Structural plans have
been submitted to the Buildings Department are currently under review, after which excavation works will commence.

Recent typhoons and continuous heavy rainfall have caused some delays in the construction process. The works may also bring noise
and dust to the surrounding environment during the construction period. We will continue to closely monitor the project’s progress and
provide members with regular updates.
